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It was in 522 that Bukkyo(Buddhism)
was first introduced to Japan, and of
the many temples built in the lapse of
65 years after that, shitennoji Temple
in Osaka was the first one to be erected
in Japan.

In 594 the then Emperor encouraged

Bukkyo to spread throughout the
country and it took the form of the
religion in €06.

Bukkyo grew bigger and bigger and
at present we have as many as 170 sects
developed from the original and about
40 million followers.

These numerous sects can roughly be
divided into two categories in the chron-
ological order and IDEAS.

The earlier period covers about €50
years, while the later period about 700
years from 1175 to the present day.

We call Bukkyo belonging to the
earlier period Jodai Bukkyo—Ancient
Bukkyo, and the Ilater one Kinsei
Bukkyo—Modern Bukkyo.

Jodai Bukkyo holds four sects, namely
Kegon, Hossho, Tendai and Shingon, in
which chiefly peers believed and that is
why we call Jodai Bukkyo scholastic
and aristocratic and both Tendai and
Shingon sects are called the religion
of the mountains, and were national in
nature.

The Modern Bukkyo consists mainly
of five sects, that is, Jodoshu, Shinshu,
Rinzaishu, Sotoshu and Nichirenshu.

But from the standpoint of their teach-
ings, they can be divided into three
classes—Jodo, Zen and Hokke.

These doctrines have rooted in the
faith of the general public, Choi polloi)
instead of the aristocrats and put em-
phasis on the daily life. The priests did
not stay in the mountains but came
down to the villages and towns for the
salvation of individuals.

Thus the religion between the Ancient
and the Modern is somewhat similar to
that between the Catholic and the
Protestant.
